	Course: Money & Banking (Business Math)
	Intended Grade Level: 12th 

	Course Summary: 
Monkey & Banking is a business math course using the basic operations of arithmetic and its application to personal and business-related mathematics.  Students will learn how to navigate the financial decisions to make informed decisions related to managing finances, budgeting, saving, investing, living independently, earning and reporting income, buying goods and services, using credit, banking, and protecting against risk.  This course engages students in real world problems including: getting a loan, buying a car, investing, and other useful information that can help in the everyday life of a consumer.  This course will help students use knowledge about financial understanding so that they may make wise decision related to financial affairs.

	Course Outcomes:
By the end of the course, students will know:
1. Assess opportunity costs and trade-offs involved in making choices about how to use scarce economic resources

2. Identify various forms of income and analyze factors that affect income as a part of the decision-making process
3. How to analyze factors that affect the choice of credit, the cost of credit, and the legal aspects of using credit.
By the end of the course, students will be able to:
1. Use a rational decision-making process as it applies to the roles of citizens, workers, and consumers.
2. Apply a decision-making model to maximize consumer satisfaction when buying goods and services.
3. Develop and evaluate a spending/savings plan

	Units Topic
	Primary Learning Outcome

	Gross 
	Apply basic mathematical operations to calculate gross earnings including: Hourly pay, Salary, commissions, piece-rate, per-diem wages, tip percentages, as well as average worker pay.

	Net Pay
	Analyze take-home pay and fringe benefits as a result from calculated deductions including payroll withholdings of federal, state, local income taxes, Social Security & Medicare deductions, and net earnings.

	Banking
	Solve problems involving whole numbers, decimals, fractions, and percent related to penalties of early withdrawals, current yield on a bond, as well as both simple and compound interest rates.

	Credit – Cards
	Use mathematical procedures to solve simple and compound interest problems including: finance charges, ADB method, cash advances, and debt management

	Credit – Loans
	Use mathematical procedures to solve simple and compound interest problems including: loan repayment dates, installments, calculating finance charges, and maturity dates. 

	Budgeting & Purchasing Large items
	Calculate net purchases with discounts, markups, markdowns, insurance, annual and accumulated depreciation.

	Renting vs. Buying
	Compare the cost of renting or leasing property vs. maintaining bought property 

	Advanced Learner Recommendations

	· Lessen number of practice problems, accelerate to higher level questions/problems such as real world word problems.

· Allow more freedom when deciding how to solve a problem.

· More project-based assessments.

· More project-based assessments
